Please note that if there are 2 authors, your reference can look like this: Surname1 and Surname2 (2010) or like this: (Surname1/Surname2 2010). If there are more than two authors, your reference should look like this: Surname1 et al. (2010) or (Surname1 et al., 2010). “Direct quotes from other publications should be placed in quotation marks” (Surname 2010:23), if they are no longer than 50 words.

A quotation that consists of 50 words or more should be indented, and the size font size should be 10. The quotation should be separated from the rest of the text by a single line spacing.
Since bibliographical references are to be located in the article’s body, comments and additional explanations can be placed in footnotes
